The man then explained to his sons 

that they were all right, because they 

had each seen but only one season in 

t h e  t r e e ' s  l i f e . 

 

He told them that you cannot judge a 

tree, or a person, by only one season, 

and that the essence of who they are 

and the pleasure, joy, and love that come 

from that life can only be measured at 

the end, when all the seasons are up. 

 

If you give up when it's winter, you will 

miss the promise of your spring, the

Moral: Don't let the pain of one season 

destroy the joy of all the rest.  

Don't judge life by one difficult season.  

Persevere through the difficult patches 

and better times are sure to come 

some time or later. 

I can remember my husband cutting off  

all the limbs on the tree in my daughter’s 

front yard. For the longest it stood bare 

and ugly without any branches or leaves. I 

didn’t notice the seasons as they passed, 

but later upon seeing that same tree, it 

began to have baby buds on it, then the 

Con’t:

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branches became longer and 

greener leaves. And before you 

knew it, the tree was full and lus-

cious again.  

That’s what God does for the 

Christian believer.  "I am the true vine, 

and my Father is the husbandman. Every branch 

in me that beareth not fruit he taketh away: and 

every branch that beareth fruit, he purgeth it, 

that it may bring forth more fruit" Jh.15:1-2.  

Sometimes knowing the season of your 

life will show you what you should be 

doing. In that winter season when the 

tree was ugly, bent, and twisted, it 

should be our time of rest and listening 

to the Lord. As you rest and listen, you 

can fast and pray, because sometimes 

God is telling us to take inventory of 

ourselves; slow down and sit with Him. 

Those times may be some of our most 

rough times in our lives; some affliction 

caused by the enemy: losing a job; 

overcome by sickness; losing a spouse; 

or going through financial distress and 

lack, and we’re not used to waiting in 

that time. By sitting and meditating on 

the God’s Word, you will react in a 

different way and began to heal and 

receive the promises God has for you, 

even the desires you have confessed, 

because you trust in God even through 

you don’t see it yet. Rest does not just 

consist of laying down doing nothing, 

but doing that that’s beneficial to the 

body, soul, and spirit. This particular 

seasonal time may not seem good to 

us or even seem good for us, but the 

end result is always good because God 

always comes through to make us 

stronger. Our winter is our rest. 

Now comes spring season and you 

can now see some sprouts of provi-

sions, hope, peace, joy, trust again, 

and strength, that brings a new pep in 

your step; a new thought process in 

your mind and body because God sta-

bilized you in the ugly times.  Remem-

ber, the second son said the pear tree 



 

 

pots, buckets, barrels and tire swings).

HOW IS IT SPREAD? 

Mosquitoes can feed on birds that 

have the West Nile Virus. Infected 

mosquitoes can bite and pass the 

disease to humans and animals. 

West Nile Virus is not spread from 

one person to another by touching or 

kissing.

TREATMENT 

There is a blood test to help doctors 

find out if a person has contracted 

the West Nile Virus. After finding out 

you have contracted the virus infec-

tion, there are no shots or medicines 

to stop or treat this Virus. People 

with this severe Virus infection may 

need to go to the hospital.  

WAYS TO PROTECT YOURSELF TO     
PREVENT MOSQUITO BITES 

Use bug spray. Look for 

"Permethrin" or "Deet" on the 

label. Do not use on sunburned 

skin, cuts or rashes. 

If you use bug spray, wash your 

clothes before you wear them 

again.  

Get rid of standing water (i.e. in  

my ears hear Your sayings (Prov.4:20).
